These Awards and Fellowships are conferred yearly in the annual function and General
Body Meeting of the Society, subject to nominations, recommendations of the selection
committee and approval by the Executive Committee for each category. In absence of
nomination for a suitable candidate in any category, only other awards and fellowships are

conferred for the respective year.
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Nomination and Selection Procedure (g¥m gq «TRa &< &t fafa)

Any responsible person can nominate any one for these awards with the evidence for

fulfilling the criteria (mentioned below) for nomination.
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A designated selection committee deliberates on each nomination and recommend the best

suitable nominee for Award/Fellowship.
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After approval of the recommendations of selection committee by the executive committee
the award giving ceremony is organized once in a year in month of November or March.
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Five Education Fellowship (Rs 3000/- each student per year) are given to five students
(Three girls and two boys), studying between 6-12 class. Two may be from open category,
One OBC, One SC and One ST or minority, selected by a written test on General Awareness
and Creativity potential or a panel of experts based on their potential as learner and their
poor economic situation. All are of rural background and of poor families. In addition to
these five fellowships any person can give fellowships to students of their own choice in the
schools selected by his/her in collaboration with Prithvipur Abhyudaya Samiti. The amount
of fellowships must be upto Rs. 3000/- per annum or prescribed tution fee of a student in
one year. One such person Justice Shri Rajinandan Rai is giving Rs. 4500/- and Rs. 4800/-

yearly fellowship to two students of his choice.
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Two senior fellowships Rs. 5000/- per year will be given to one girl and one boy for

Technical or Higher education (yet to be started).
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Eligibility (arrmar)

Rajdev Singh Durdarshita Award

This honour is conferred to an elderly man for visionary input to the society. The
nominations should be supported with a photo, details of the nominee, the distinct work
done by the nominee (with the copy of available evidences). No age bar. A shawl and

citation are conferred to the awardee in an annual function.
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Maulshree Devi Ganga Gauravee Award

This honour is conferred to an elderly woman for her nourshing, patience, struggle and
caring contributions to the society. No age bar. The nominations should be supported with a
photo, details of the nominee, the distinct work done by the nominee (with the copy
available evidences). A shawl and citation are conferred to the awardee in an annual

function.
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Vikram Singh Karmathata Award

This award is given to a man in 40-60 years of age for his significance achievements in any
field i.e. Economic growth (without ill practices) or social reform, contributions to culture,
politics, agriculture, social upliftment, environmental conservation or establishment of
human values. A shawl and a citation are conferred to the awardee in the annual function of

the society.
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Prithvipur Tejasvita Award

This award is given to a man/women in age of 20-50 years, who has shown leadership in
any scientific, socio-economic, cultural, social or scientific field. The awardee receives a

shawl and a citation which are conferred in the annual function of the society.
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Prithvipur Rural Journalism Award

This award is given to a journalist who has covered the issues related to rural problems and
struggle of the rural people as well as on the significant works related to rural development
by the Government, organization or individual in print or electronic media consistently. The
coverage must have sensitized a large number of people. No age bar. A shawl and citation

are conferred in the awardee in the annual function of the society.
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Prithvipur Junior Educational Fellowships

Five students, from rural poor families are selected for these fellowships by a written test on
general knowledge and creativity or by a panel of experts. Rupees 3000/- per student per
year are given to the winners as partial support to his/her education directly to their schools.
In addition any number of educational fellowships supported by any one, directly to the
schools as partial or full tuition fee of students are also encouraged.
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Prithvipur Senior Educational Fellowship (Not started yet)

Two students, preferably one boy and another girl from rural poor families will be selected
for these fellowships, who have been selected and admitted in any professional course or

higher education of employable nature. An amount of Rs. 5000/- per year will be given to



each winner as partial support to his/her education. The winners will be selected by

interview of the participating candidate (Not yet started).
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In addition to these main awards at least five more journalists, five teachers and five farmers
are honored with citation. Ten old men/women are also honored with shawl in annual
function. Twenty five needy men and women are given masquitonet and blanket.
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
